You can visit https://pegi.info/ and discover the ratings for games and the reasons for the ages 

ratings for each title. Enter the game name and it will show the specific information. 

You can also see why games are rated on https://pegi.info/what-do-the-labels-mean . Please take 

note of the comments for 16 and 18 games. 

Games often become more graphic as a user levels up. If you choose to ignore the ratings or make a 

judgement that a game is acceptable, please find time to watch the game when your child reaches a 

higher level – you may be surprised at how graphic and violent a game can become!  Also, please 

check if your child has access to online gaming and chat. You may need to set the parental controls 

for a game to restrict this feature.
