Maths - Children will….


continue to look at addition facts by working systematically to find number bonds up to 10, compare number bonds to 10 and how to find a part by applying the part-part-whole model.  


learn about subtraction by counting back and finding the difference.  


how to compare statements using symbols < > = (For example 2+3 > 3 or 6+4=7+3 or 2+6 < 6 + 3)


recognise 2D and 3D shapes and their properties and use them in patterns


Count, order and compare numbers 11-20 and how numbers can be represented in tens and ones.





English Power of Reading - Stickman’ by Julia Donaldson and ‘The Christmas Jolly Postman’ by Allan Ahlberg  Children will be learning how stories are structured and story language is used by creating a story map to retell the story.  They will develop sentences for pictures by saying them first and then writing them.  They will apply their phonic knowledge to read and write labels and captions for the stories, describe how characters are feeling and to write part of the story.  We will also be looking at how to write a recipe and instructions.


SPAG – Children will learn to end a sentence with a full stop and how to use capital letters at the end of sentence as well as for names, places and days of the week.


Guided Reading - Children will be developing their comprehension skills by discussing the characters, main events and sequence of events.

Science - Materials - Last term we learnt about different everyday materials and their properties.  This term we will look more at sorting and testing the properties of materials and then carry out a science investigation to find the best materials for an umbrella and learn how to work scientifically.

DT Textiles - Children will be learning how to join materials.  They will then look at how fabrics are joined and learn how to sew using a basic stitch as children will be making a Christmas decoration.





Phonics - We are now recapping and consolidating Phase 5 digraphs.  These are: ay, ou, ie, ea, oy, ir, ue, ue, aw, wh, ph, ew, oe, au, ey.  We will also be learning Split digraphs a-e, e-e, i-e. o-e. u-e.


We will also be learning how to read and write tricky words from Phase 2 to Phase 5.  





Geography Topic: Maps - Last term we had a look at maps of different castles.  This term children will Begins to relate the physical environment to a plan.  They will use and interpret a simple plan and understand symbols are used in a key and represent physical features on a plan. Children will also learn how compass points are used on a map and extend their use of positional language.


History Topic:  Christmas - We will look at how messages have been sent at Christmas now and in the past, how Christmas was celebrated now and long ago and different Christmas celebrations and traditions within our families.
